The ECO-Sign solution consists of the e-Paper display, ZigBee gateways, Windows® software and
API. The ZigBee network is self-organizing and can easily be extended to cover a larger area by
adding repeaters. The root in the network tree is a DHCP enabled coordinator bridging from
Ethernet to ZigBee, multiple repeaters. ZigBee router can be added to expand the network to
cover a large area. It is also possible to use multiple coordinators and create different networks.

The ease of installation and the rechargeable battery of this paper-like display makes Pervasive
Displays’” ECO-Sign a perfect solution for office automation, e-Signage/e-POP and other
applications where low power and wireless updates are paramount.

The ZigBee network is managed by controlling software that runs on Microsoft® Windows®. In

addition to being able to manage update schedules, the software can also be used for creating
templates for the ECO-Sign.
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
